Terms and conditions

1.
The contractor(s) has/have to visit the flats before quoting the rates.  The rates are to be quoted for each item including all taxes (State or Central), Cartage, Octroi, etc.  complete in all respects.  Bank will not entertain any claim whatsoever in this respect.

2. 
Special care should be taken to write the rates in figures as well as in words and the amounts in figures only, in such a way that interpolation is not possible. The total amount should be written both in figures and in words. In case of figures, the words “`/Rs.” Should be written  before the figure of rupees and words “P” after the decimal figures, e.g. Rs.2.15p, and in case of words, the word “Rupees” should precede and the word “Paise” should be written at the end, unless the rate is in whole rupees and followed by the words “only”, it should invariably be up to two decimal places. While quoting the rate in schedule of quantities, the word “only” should be written closely following the amount and it should not be written in the next line.

The contractors should quote the rates against each item in the schedule of quantity in figures as well as in words the rate and amount tendered by them. Only on approval of sample flat by SIDBI, the work has to be taken up in the remaining flats..

6.
The acceptance of the tender will rest with the Small Industries Development Bank of India which does not bind itself to accept the lowest tender, and reserves  to itself the authority to reject any or all of the tenders received without the assignment of a reason. All tenders in which any of the prescribed conditions are not fulfilled or are incomplete in any respect are liable to be rejected.

The contractor, whose tender is accepted will be required to enter into Articles of Agreement, Indemnity Bond and also submit insurance policy to cover all risks. He shall also furnish by way of security deposit for the due fulfillment of his contract, such sum as will amount to:

The work of painting shall be done according to IS:2395(1966) and 1477(1959) and shall be to the entire satisfaction of the Engineer.
I. Internal Painting Work (OIL BOUND DISTEMPER):

a. The paint shall be of approved manufacturer and shade.

b. Preparation of Surface: Before application of primer coat the surface shall be cleaned with water and allowed to dry.

c. Application of Paint:

· Before application of primer coat, the surface shall be thoroughly dusted and then coat of approved primer shall be applied. After allowing the surface to dry, the surface shall be sand papered lightly and indentations, unevenness etc shall be made up by giving a coat of putty to obtain a uniform and lain surface.

· First coat of bound distemper of approved brand and shade or two tones lighter than the final approved shade shall be applied uniformly by suing soft bristle brush.

· After allowing the surface to dry for a minimum period of 18 hours, light sand papering and touching up uneven spots with putty, second coat of oil bound distemper shall be applied. This coat may be of final shade where two coats of oil bound distemper is specified. Where painting is specified to be insolvency three coats, the shade of paints of the second coat may be one tone lighters than the final shade. The final coat of oil bound distemper shall always be finished by using rollers to obiavate brush marks.

Cleaning  shall be done as per given technical specification.

TS41.3. Filling

Material:The chemical used should have  elastic property 

Proportion:  The mixing will be done in the ratio of 1:1:1/2 [Cement : Sand (dry) : Polymer] to make  paste  consistency

Method: The paste should place  into the crack by hand   and fill  it  without leaving voids. 

TS41.4. Finishing: The filled surface should be finished by cement past by brushing to mach the surface
