b. Average annual financial turnover during the last 3 years (ending on 31st March of the current year) should be at least equal to or more than the estimated cost. Proof of the same to be attached.

4. Late tenders and conditional tenders will be rejected.  

5. Tenderer’s are required to write the item rate in figures as well as in words against each item in part-II.  In the case of any discrepancy between the two, those written in words shaIl  take precedence.  The rate to be inserted should invariably correspond to the items given under unit column.  In exceptional cases only, the tenderer shaIl be called upon to clarify the unit/rates in relation to the extended total given under the amount column.

6. This being item rate contract, the rates quoted  shaIl remain firm and free of errors, the rate quoted shaIl also be written in words and rates quoted in words only be taken in case of doubt arises between figures and words. The quantity written against each item are only approximate and hence any reduction/increase thereof during the currency of the contract shaIl not vitiate the contract.

Sealed tenders for this above noted work are hereby invited from contractors experienced in works of similar kind and magnitude. Sealed tender should be cast in tender box, kept in Ground floor at SIDBI Tower latest by 15:00 Hrs. on due date and tender will be opened thereafter on the same day in the presence of such tenderer’s or their representative(s) as may wish to attend at 15.30 hrs.

2. Tender form and other particular regarding the proposed work can be obtained on any working day between 1000 hours and 1700 hours up to on payment of the prescribe sum of Rs. 500/- per set (in the form demand draft/Pay order). This amount is non refundable.

3. Tender must be submitted in sealed covers, and should be addressed to the General Manager (Premises), the full name and address of the tenderer and the name of work being noted on the cover.

4. All entries in the tender document should be in ink, eraser and over writing are not permitted.  Any cutting, correction, cancellation and insertions should be duly signed by the tenderer’s concerned.

5. Tenderer’s are required to sign each and every page of the tender document.

6. In the case of contract units should be quoted in the words with reference to each item and for all items shown in the attached schedule. These rates shaIl be for the finished work at the site.  Amount of each item and the total page by page as also the grand total amount of the whole contract should also be filled in by tenderer’s.  While quoting the rates in the schedule of quantities, the words (Only) should be written in the next line. The basis of acceptance of tender shaIl be based on over all amount quoted by the tenderer for whole work.

7. Quantities shown in the Schedule ‘A’ are only approximate and are liable to variation without entitling the contractors to any compensation for variation. 

8. Any error in description, quantity(ies) or rate in schedule ‘A’ or any omission there from shaIl not vitiate the contract or release the contractor from the execution of the whole or any part of the works contained therein according to the drawing specification or from any of his obligations under the contract.  Any error in the quantity amount in schedule ‘A’ shaIl be adjusted in accordance with the following:

a. In the event of discrepancy between description in words and figures quoted by the tenderer the description in words shaIl prevail.

b. In the event of any error occurring in the amount of column of schedule ‘A’ Bill of quantities as a result of wrong extension of unit rate and quantity, the unit rate quoted by the tenderer, shaIl be regarded, as firm and the extension shaIl be amended on the basis of the rate.  Similar in the event of an error occurring in amount added to the total at the end of schedule or on account of wrong extension of percentage quoted by tenderer, the percentage quoted by the tenderer shaIl be regarded firm and extension shaIl be amended on the basis of percentage.

c. All errors in totaling in amount columns and in carrying forward totals shaIl be corrected.

d. Any omission to include in the total or to carry forward the price cost sums and or provisional sums shaIl  be corrected.

e. The total of the bills of quantities as amended above shaIl be carried over to the schedule ‘A’, similarly the totals of various section of schedule ‘A’ as amended shaIl be carried over to the General summary and the tender sum so altered shaIl, for the purpose of the tender, be submitted for the sums originally tendered and considered for the acceptance instead of the original sum quoted by the contractor.

Before tendering, the tenderer’s are advised to inspect site of work and its environments and be well acquainted with the actual working and other prevalent conditions, positions of material and labour, general and special conditions of contract, instructions to tenderer’s, specifications and all other documents which form part of the agreement to be entered in to. 9. In quoting the tenderer’s are advised to take into account all facts including any fluctuations in the market rate etc, No claim will be entertained on this account after acceptance of the tender or during the currency of the contract.

10. The rate quoted in the tender shaIl remain valid for three months from the date of opening of tender for acceptance by SIDBI.

11. In the event of a tender being submitted by a partnership firm, the tender must be signed separately and legibility by each partner or member of the firm or a person holding the power of attorney on behalf of the firm concerned.  In later case a copy of the power of the attorney duly signed by a notary public must accompanied the tender.

12. Every tender shaIl be accompanied by an earnest money deposit.  This earnest money will be refunded to the unsuccessful tenderer after the award of the work is finalized or maximum within 2 months from date of submission of tender. In the case of successful tenderer ,the earnest money will retained as a part of the security deposit and will be refunded only after completion of work and expiry of the maintenance period as provided in the tender documents.

The earnest money shaIl be in the form of bank demand draft/pay order from any nationalized/scheduled bank, drawn in favour of SIDBI, Lucknow. No other form of the payment shaIl  be accepted.

The earnest money is liable to be forfeited in case the General Manager (Premises) feels that the tenderer is not bonafide or the tender is modified or tenderer revokes the tender during the period the tender are kept open.  The decision of the General Manager (Premises), in such matters shaIl be final and conclusive and is binding on the tenderers.

13. Security deposit (SD): 

The person/persons, whose tender(s) may be accepted (hereinafter called the contractor(s) shaIl have to pay security deposit.

The successful tenderer will be required to furnish security deposit of Rs.75,000/- for the fulfillment of contract.   

The contractor shaIl, within 15 days of the acceptance of the tenders or before day of the start of work as stipulated in acceptance letter whichever is earlier, deposit the difference between earnest money paid and full security deposit by bank demand draft/pay order from any nationalized/scheduled bank. 

The earnest money deposit paid along with the tender by the contractor whose tender has been accepted will be adjusted toward security deposit within 30 days of the acceptance of the contract. The contractor shaIl deposit the difference between the earnest money and full security deposit amount as indicated above. Alternatively, Bank may accept ‘SD’ in the form of Bank Guarantee.

14. All compensation or other sums of money payable by the contractor to SIDBI on any account whatsoever under the tenure of contract may be deducted from:-

(a) His security deposit or

(b) From any sum which may be due or may become due to the contractor from SIDBI                                                              or 

(c)
From any amount laying to the credit of contractor, payable to contractor, by SIDBI for any reason whatsoever.

15. The Small Industries Development Bank of India, Lucknow reserves the right to reject any or all the tender received or accept any tender of part thereof without assigning any reason therefore. In case of acceptance of a part of the tender, time of completion may be reduced to the extent considered appropriate by the Accepting Authority.

16. Conditional and un-witnessed tender containing absurd rates and amounts, tender which are incomplete or otherwise considered defective and tenders not in accordance with the tender conditions laid down by the accepting officer are liable to be rejected.

17. Tender not submitted in the prescribed forms in original issued by the department is liable to be rejected.

18. The work must be completed within the specified period from the date of start stipulated in work order to commence the work or handing over   the site to contractor which ever is later.  Time is the essence of contract.

19. The General Manager (Premises), SIDBI, Premises Department, Lucknow shall  be the Accepting Officer here in after referred to as such for the purpose of this contract.

20. The acceptance of the tender will rest with the General Manager (Premises), SIDBI Premises Department, Lucknow, who does not bind himself to accept lowest tender and reserves to himself the authority to reject any or all tenders received without assigning any reason.  All tenders in which any of the prescribed conditions are not fulfilled or in any respect are liable to be rejected.

21. The successful tenderer will be required to sign an agreement on a form approved by the owner for the fulfillment of the contract.  But the written acceptance of the owner of a tender will constitute a binding agreement between the owner and the contractor, whether such a formal agreement is or is not subsequently entered in to.

4.  Late tenders received in office of General Manager (Premises) after prescribed schedule time for receipt of tender will not be considered.

5. In the event of a tender being submitted by a firm, the tender must be signed separately and legibly by each partner or member of the firm or in their absence, by the person holding the power of attorney on be half of the firm concerned. In the later case a copy of the attorney duly attested by a gazette Officer must accompany the tender.

6. All entries in the tender documents should be done by ink. Erasers/whitener are not permitted and cancellations and insertions should be duly signed by the tenderer concerned.

7. Tenderer’s should fill in all the required particulars in the blank space provided for this purpose in the tender documents and also sign each and every page of the tender documents including the drawing attaching there to before submitting their tender.

8. Unit rates should be quoted in figures as well as words with reference to each item and for all the items shown in the attached schedule. These rates shall  be for the finished work on site. SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

1.1.0 Site:

The site is SIDBI Tower, 15, Ashok Marg , Lucknow  226016 (UP)

1.1.1 Restricted Area:

The movement of contractor's personnel shall be restricted purely to the areas allocated to him by the owner. All personnel of the contractor shall be required to carry an Identity card to be issued by the contractor with approval from owner to enable to enter the premises.
1.1.2 Contractors Working Area:

The contractor shall make necessary arrangement with regard to entry and use of a suitable area to accommodate the contractor's temporary site office, stores, etc. The contractor shall not be allowed to demolish any without prior permission from the GM (Premises) in writing. The contractor shall include the cost so involved in his offer and shall plan his work so that there is no undue hindrance to any activity of the owner. 
1.1.3 Entry to Site:

The approach to the site shall, unless otherwise decided by the GM ( Premises), be through the main gate or any other entry gate as permitted by Owners. The Contractor's workers, labours, employees and materials shall be brought to site through such gates only. The Contractor may also make provision to transport his men and materials by designated route so as to meet the requirement of the work program without any hindrance to any activity of the Owner.
1.2.0 Standard Specification and Code of Practices:
