The Significant Accounting Policies followed in preparation of these financial results, in all material
aspects, are consistent with those followed in preparation of the annual financial statements for the year
ended March 31, 2025.

The above results have been approved by the Board of Directors at their meeting held on August 08,
2025.

The figures for the quarter ended March 31, 2025 are the balancing figures between audited figures in
respect of the financial year 2024-25 and the published year to date figures upto December 31, 2024.
The financial results for the quarter ended June 30, 2025 have been arrived at, after considering
provisions for Non-performing assets, Standard Assets, Depreciation on Fixed Assets, Amortization of
discount, Income on investments/ bond issue expenses and Investment Depreciation on the basis of
prudential norms issued by Reserve Bank of India. Income Tax, Deferred tax and other usual and
necessary provisions including employee benefits made on an estimated/ proportionate basis, wherever
required and subject to adjustment at the year-end.

The Bank is making an additional provision on standard advances at rates higher than minimum
stipulated under IRAC norms, as per the Board approved Accelerated Provisioning Policy. Accordingly,
the Bank holds additional provision on standard advances (including restructured accounts) of ¥ 3,626.38
crore on June 30, 2025.
